New Singles Ladder
	ENTRY
	Open to all Full, Off Peak  and Under 21 Members.  It is a mixed ladder.



	MATCH PLAY
	Matches will comprise of two sets, sudden death at deuce and a tiebreak at six all.  



	FORMAT
	The first ‘new’ Ladder format will commence on 1st July 2010 and will be based on the finishing positions of the ‘old’ Ladder at 31st May 2010.
The ‘new’ ladder will be composed of leagues of 4 or 5 players and each league session will last 3 months.  During this time players should play each other once.  2 points will be awarded for a win, 1 point for a draw and 0 points for a defeat.


	PROMOTION/RELEGATION
	At the end of each league session, the top 2 people will be promoted to the next highest league; the bottom 2 will be relegated to the next lower league.  If players have not played any matches during the session they will be relegated.


	INJURIES OR OTHER VALID REASONS FOR NOT PLAYING
	If a player is injured and unable to play, their position in the league will be protected for up to 6 months (2 sessions).  If a player is unable to play for this or any other reason, they should let the Ladder Organiser know as soon as possible.


	ARRANGEMENTS FOR PLAY
	All players’ phone numbers and email addresses will be shown in the Clubhouse.   

	
	Players are responsible for arranging their own matches.  If, after offering their opponent 3 reasonable dates they are unable to agree a date to play, the Ladder Organiser/Committee will adjudicate.  
Courts should be booked in the usual way and players are to provide their own balls.  These can be obtained from Janice Ransom at very competitive prices.


	Prizes
	3 prizes will awarded each year based on Ladder positions at 31st December :  Ladder leader, highest lady and person who has played the most matches during the year.
